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BACKGROUND INFORMATION
In addition to the direct appropriation of $161 million in education stimulus funds, the universities are applying directly to other Florida state agencies and federal agencies, such as the National Science Foundation or National Institute of Health, to obtain other federal stimulus grants. The SUS institutions have been requested to inform the Board General Office of all proposals that have been submitted and awards that have been made from ARRA Funds.  The attached spreadsheet is a summary of that information as reported on August 15, 2009.  The funds include direct awards from a federal government agency to the institution reporting or a subcontract with a non-Florida entity.  The purpose of this data summary is to indicate ARRA funds being sought and awarded to public universities.  
Since the last report in June, an additional 571 federal stimulus grant applications have been submitted requesting $576 million in funding. Over this same period an additional $32 million in grant awards have been made, bringing the total awarded to the SUS thus far to $34 million.
