	Minor Projects Threshold - The 2009 Legislature made changes which increased the minor projects procurement threshold in 1013.45 to $2,000,000; but did not uniformly adopt this change in other related sections of law, making certain sections inconsistent.

	Current Situation
	Chapter 1013.64, F.S. permits boards of trustees to use appropriated funds for replacement of minor facilities provided that such projects do not exceed $1 million in cost or 10,000 gross square feet in size. The universities have requested this amount be consistently raised to $2,000,000 to provide administrative flexibility.
