BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
Regulation 6.014 provides a regulatory framework for university boards of trustees to establish a regulation for the structure, operation, and internal procedures of student governments.  The regulation provides that all students shall have the opportunity to be represented in the institution-wide student government.
The regulation verifies that each student government is a part of the university at which it is established and clarifies that a student government’s internal procedures are to be approved by the university board of trustees or its designee as deemed appropriate by the board of trustees.  Guidance is also offered regarding internal procedures for the operation of student governments, including student government officer election, conduct, discipline, suspension, and removal.

Pursuant to the regulation procedure adopted by the Board at its March 23, 2006 meeting, the Board provided public notice by publication on its Internet Web site before considering adoption of the proposed regulation.  No additional input was received during this period.
