BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Regulation 6.017 was approved for public notice at the September 24, 2009, meeting of the Board.  No public comments have been received.
The 2009 legislative session yielded action which repealed section 1008.29, Florida Statutes, relating to the College Level Academic Skills Test (CLAST) and eliminated funding for the test.  New language established in Section 1007.25, F.S., requires that the State Board of Education, in conjunction with the Board of Governors, establish minimum scores on nationally standardized examinations and college courses that can be used to demonstrate the required college level academic skills.  The proposed regulation establishes the recommended scores and course work.

The proposed language was developed in conjunction with, and was approved by, the Articulation Coordinating Committee at its August 13, 2009, meeting.  Implementation will allow universities to utilize current concordance scores between the admission examinations and the ACCUPLACER for the determination of meeting the college level academic skills requirement.  It also identifies specific course work that meets the qualification.
