BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Regulation 6.004 was approved for public notice of amendment at the September 24, 2009 meeting of the Board of Governors.  Concerns raised by the Florida College System involve substantive changes, thereby necessitating re-noticing for amendment.
Adjustments to the regulation include a description of the components of an Associate in Arts (AA) degree within paragraph two (2) concerning requirements for AA degree graduates from Florida College System institutions and SUS universities.  These components align with the AA requirements already specified in the Statewide Articulation Agreement.  

In addition, previously deleted paragraph (5)(d) of the current regulation about graduation requirements in effect for Florida College System students has been reinstated and revised.  The proposed amendment provides that a transfer student from a Florida postsecondary public institution who is admitted to a university shall be entitled to pursue a degree in accordance with the degree requirements afforded native students with regard to the catalog year in effect when the student initially enrolled.  
Pursuant to the regulation procedure adopted by the Board at its March 23, 2006, meeting, the Board is required to provide public notice by publication on its internet Web site at least 30 days before adoption of the proposed regulation.
