BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Board of Governors Regulation 6.005, Acceptance of College Credit by Examination, is being considered for repeal because it has been superseded by Board of Governors Regulation 6.006 Acceleration Mechanisms.  Regulation 6.005 currently references the Statewide Articulation Agreement as the source of applicable cut-scores.  The scores that are required to achieve credit have been updated and are currently found in the Articulation Coordinating Committee Credit by Exam Guidelines as approved by the Board of Governors, thus making the reference in 6.005 outdated.  Current direction concerning the acceptance of college credit by examination is found in Board approved Regulation 6.006 Acceleration Mechanisms.   
Pursuant to the regulation procedure adopted by the Board at its March 23, 2006, meeting, the Board is required to provide public notice by publication on its internet Web site at least 30 days before the repealing of a regulation.
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
