BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Section 1007.27, Florida Statutes, requires the establishment of passing scores and course and credit equivalencies for Advanced Placement, Advanced International Certificate of Education Program, International Baccalaureate, and College-Level Examination Programs (CLEP).  The DSST (formerly DANTES) and Excelsior exam equivalencies on the list are also authorized for accelerated credit, but are not part of the statutory requirement.  Scores for these two exams are included on the list as guidance to postsecondary institutions, should they choose to award credit for the exams.  The Articulation Coordinating Committee (ACC) is directed to maintain and review the Credit-By-Exam Guidelines and to recommend appropriate changes to the Board of Governors and the State Board of Education.
The current revision includes the evaluation of two newly created CLEP tests (i.e., College Composition and College Composition Modular) that replace three older English composition exams (i.e., Freshman College Composition, English Composition, and English Composition with Essay).  The new exams include components not present in the old exams.  It was approved by the ACC at its October 28, 2009 meeting.
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
