SUBJECT:  Amend the 2010-2011 State University System and Board General Office Legislative Budget Request
PROPOSED BOARD ACTION
Approve an amended 2010-2011 operating Legislative Budget Request for the State University System and the Board General Office and allow the Chancellor to make technical changes as necessary.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
At the September 24, 2009 Board meeting, a 2010-11 Legislative Budget Request (LBR) for the State University System (SUS) and the Board General Office was approved. The LBR was submitted to the Governor and Legislature on October 15, 2009. 

State University System:

The original LBR identified basic SUS needs with the expectation that an amended LBR plan would be presented to the Board once the Chancellor had an opportunity to review the system budget. The Education and General (E&G) core LBR focused on three main areas; plant operations and maintenance funding for new and existing facilities, federal stimulus funds, and the replacement of non-recurring general revenue funds. The net increase to the E&G core budget is $186 million (1.4%). With the adoption of the original LBR, the SUS core E&G appropriation per full-time equivalent student would increase $184, from $11,519 to $11,703 in 2010-2011. 
The special units and state initiatives portion of the budget requested $198 million and focused on the continued phase-in of the new medical schools, base funding support for existing medical schools, matching funds for private donations, and enhancements to distance learning.

Board General Office:

The LBR adopted at the September 24, 2009 Board meeting for the Board’s General Office included only two issues; 1) Year 2 of federal stimulus funds totaling $1.5 million and 2) $64,000 in salaries and benefits. 
The Chancellor has had an opportunity to review the General Office operations and is asking the Board to approve a request for an additional $503,000. This amended request includes funding to support business intelligence tools, basic operating expenses and additional funds to fill existing vacant positions.
