BACKGROUND INFORMATION
At the September 24, 2009 Committee meeting, Dr. Maribeth Ehasz, UCF Vice President 

for Student Development and Enrollment Services, representing the SUS Council for Student Affairs, presented a work plan to address excessive drinking behaviors on SUS campuses.  The Plan includes a compilation of comprehensive programs and services that are in place at state universities that address excessive drinking, as well as recommended best practices that are being carried out throughout the SUS.  At this meeting, Dr. Ehasz stated that additional support for these efforts is needed at the state level and recommended that the Board of Governors endorse in its 2010-11 legislative agenda the enactment of a state law that prohibits unlimited or all-you-can-drink specials.
Committee Chair Ann Duncan directed the Committee Workgroup to develop specific legislative language for review by the Committee at its next meeting.  The Workgroup is proposing permissive legislation that will allow municipalities to enact ordinances regulating two specific aspects of the sale of alcoholic beverages relating to price and to the gender of a patron.  The proposed legislation will be considered by the Committee at this meeting. 
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
