BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The Florida Solar Energy Center has been a State University System entity since the 1970s and, as such, is subject to Board of Governors Regulation 10.015 relating to Institutes and Centers.  Therefore, this regulation is unnecessary and should be repealed.  With respect to the Institute’s statutory responsibility pursuant to section 377.705, Florida Statutes, to promulgate standards for solar energy systems manufactured or sold in Florida, the University of Central Florida is in the process of promulgating rules to codify the standards previously established by the university.  
Pursuant to the Regulation Development Procedure, Regulation 12.001 was posted on the Board’s website for public comment after consideration of the proposed regulation by the Board at its December 10, 2009 meeting.  The comment period has since expired and the repeal of Regulation 12.001 is submitted to the Board for approval.
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
