BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Board of Governors Regulation 6.005, Acceptance of College Credit by Examination, is being repealed due to it being superseded by Board of Governors Regulation 6.006 Acceleration Mechanisms.  Current direction concerning the acceptance of college credit by examination is found in Board approved Regulation 6.006.

Pursuant to the Board of Governors Regulation Development Procedure, Regulation 6.005 was posted on the Board’s Web site for public comment after consideration of the proposed regulation by the Board at its meeting on December 10, 2009.  The comment period has since expired, and Regulation 6.005 is submitted to the Board for approval of repeal.
