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BACKGROUND INFORMATION 
BOG Regulation 8.009 includes the definitions of different types of educational sites and the processes for their approval.  The regulation was created as a rule by the former Board of Regents more than 20 years ago, but has not been updated to reflect subsequent changes in governance of the State University System. The need to update the regulation provides an opportunity to take a more holistic view of the current structure of the SUS and the policies that need to be in place for planning and establishing educational sites to achieve the goals of the System and to address the needs of the state.  

Each university has identified its educational sites based on definitions found in BOG Regulation 8.009.  Input is continuing to be solicited with regard to the appropriate typology, criteria for the approval process, and the role for each level of authority.  It is anticipated that this additional information will be presented to the Committee in subsequent meetings for more focused discussions regarding the establishment of educational sites.
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
