PROPOSED BOARD ACTION
Consider options for amending the Board of Governors’ Biennial election of officers cycle and to provide a process for addressing interim vacancies in office.
AUTHORITY FOR BOARD OF GOVERNORS ACTION

Section 7, Article IX, Florida Constitution
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Currently, the Board of Governors elects a Chair and a Vice Chair in June on a biennial cycle.  The Chair and the Vice Chair serve for a two-year term and there are no term limits.  Pursuant to section 7(d) of Article IX of the Florida Constitution, Board members are appointed by the Governor to serve staggered seven-year terms that expire in the first week of January.  The June election cycle is not in alignment with the expiration of appointment terms in January.   The current election cycle can result in an officer’s appointment term expiring six months prior to the expiration of the officer’s term of office.  In addition, the Board’s operating procedures adopted in October 2003 do not provide a process for addressing interim vacancies in office.  At this meeting, the Board will consider various options for amending the biennial election cycle and options for addressing interim vacancies in office.  
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
