Consider approving the University of Florida Research and Academic Center at Lake Nona as a center, pursuant to BOG Regulation 8.009. 
AUTHORITY FOR BOARD OF GOVERNORS ACTION
BOG Regulation 8.009, Definition and Process for Establishing Educational Sites.  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1
BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The UF Research and Academic Center received a $6 million appropriation from PECO to plan construction of a research facility to be located at Lake Nona, adjacent to the Burnham Institute, and in close proximity to the UCF facilities at Lake Nona.  The 115,000 gross square feet facility is currently under design, with initial construction planned to commence in July 2010.  UF plans to move its current College of Pharmacy program located in Apopka to this site.  Other programs will be added as described in the attached letter.
The University of Florida is requesting Board approval of this site as a center.  BOG Regulation 8.009 defines a center as “an instructional unit of a university or universities that offers a limited range of instructional programs or courses.  Funded enrollment at a center will be fewer than 300 FTE.”
