 BACKGROUND INFORMATION

On September 24, 2009, after hearing a presentation and panel discussion on the State University System response to H1N1, the Board of Governors directed staff to work with university officials to draft an emergency management regulation. The proposed language is a result of this coordinated effort, which included both conference calls and e-mail exchanges with the university Emergency Managers.  A draft was also shared with university provosts, general counsels, and vice-presidents for administration and finance, with feedback received as recently as February 12, 2010. 

This regulation cuts across many aspects of university operations. BOG staff have informed the universities of the final language of the proposed regulation, and no further comments have been received, so it appears that all university issues have been addressed in this regulation.   
The regulation was approved for public notice on March 17, 2010.   No comments have been received.  No adverse impact has been identified by adoption of this regulation.  
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
