BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

Florida Gulf Coast University (FGCU) is seeking to establish a Doctor of Education (EdD) degree program that will offer two concentrations:  Curriculum and Instruction and Educational Leadership.  The proposed doctoral program will consist of 81 credit hours beyond the master’s degree, and the degree requirements will emphasize the growth and transformation of educational professionals as they focus on organizational management, organizational effectiveness, and the development, implementation, and evaluation of curricula.  A thorough needs assessment was done by the College of Education that confirmed the need and demand for access to doctoral education in the five-county, Southwest Florida region.  Resources are in place to begin the program, including faculty with experience working in a post-master’s degree program, instructional resources, and facilities. The Florida Gulf Coast University Board of Trustees approved the EdD degree program proposal on June 19, 2007.  Originally submitted for consideration by the Board of Governors in 2007, the proposal was temporarily withdrawn by the university due to concerns about state funding.  If approved by the Board of Governors, this will be the second doctorate offered by FGCU.  Program implementation is planned for summer 2011.  
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
