BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

In 1995, Senate Bill 2330 was passed and implemented, providing the State with a foundation for strong articulation between the State University System and the public community colleges.  Among the requirements was the implementation of “common prerequisites,” lower-division courses that are required for progression into the upper division of baccalaureate degree programs at state universities.  Common prerequisites are now also applicable to baccalaureate programs in the Florida College System.

An extensive review and update of the common prerequisites for all public baccalaureate programs was conducted in 2008-2009.  Through this project, it became apparent that there was the need to specify state expectations regarding institutional responsibilities for establishing and maintaining common prerequisites.  This regulation, which addresses that need, has been reviewed by the university general counsels, members of the Council of Academic Vice Presidents (CAVP), the State University System academic contacts, and other state university staff directly involved with the common prerequisite process.

Pursuant to the regulation procedure adopted by the Board at its meeting on March 23, 2006, the Board is required to provide public notice by publication on its Internet Web site at least 30 days before adoption of the proposed regulation.
