BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

The proposed amendment to Regulation 6.018 regarding students with disabilities will provide similar direction for universities as that approved by the State Board of Education for Florida College System institutions.  The amendment adds baseline definitions of disability categories and minimum policy and procedure expectations for universities in the handling of the consideration of substitutions or modifications of requirements for program admission, undergraduate transfer, and graduation by students with disabilities.  These additions will ensure that there is similar treatment for students with disabilities by both postsecondary sectors.

This regulation has been reviewed by the university general counsels, members of the Council of Academic Vice Presidents (CAVP), the State University System academic contacts, and university disability service providers.  Additional modifications, such as the inclusion of the recognition of military/Veterans Administration records, were added based on university comment.
Pursuant to the regulation procedure adopted by the Board at its meeting on March 23, 2006, the Board is required to provide public notice by publication on its Internet Web site at least 30 days before adoption of the proposed regulation.
