Approve public notice of intent to amend Regulation 7.003 – Fees, Fines & Penalties and 7.001 – Tuition and Fees.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION
At the June 18, 2010 meeting a Work Group was formed to develop the appropriate regulations that would guide the universities and the Board when considering 

new student fees, increases to certain fees that are currently capped, and approval of flexible tuition policies, such as undergraduate or graduate block tuition, block tuition differential, or market tuition rates for graduate–level online courses or graduate-level courses offered through continuing education programs
The Work Group, consisting of Governors Perez, Franklin, Duncan, and Tripp and Provosts Abele, Glover and Workman, meet via conference call on July 20 and August 17.  
The Work Group has recommended regulatory language for the development of new fees and increases to certain fees that are currently capped. Attached Regulation 7.003 incorporates the proposed process and information that will be used to evaluate Boards of Trustees’ proposals. 
In addition, the regulation has clarified the excess hour fee language, incorporates changes identified in House Bill 5201 that allows the three local fees (activity and service, health, and athletic) to increase by five percent or the same amount as tuition as authorized by the legislature, and several years ago universities were granted the authority to impose a convenience fee when accepting payments by credit cards so the codification of this fee is being included.
Work continues on the development of regulation language for the flexible tuition policies, including block tuition and market rate tuition.
