New Florida 2010

New Florida is a long-term strategic initiative to use the resources of the State University System to accelerate and facilitate the establishment and development of a high-skills, high-wage, knowledge-based sector in the Florida economy.

New Florida 2010 is a short-term plan to effectively use the Legislature’s $12 million investment in this initiative through three specific programs:

· Research Commercialization Assistance Awards.

· New Florida Scholars Boost Awards.

· New Florida Clustering Awards.

Through this focused approach, New Florida 2010 will produce fast, meaningful results in areas critical to Florida’s economic recovery and growth.

All 11 institutions of the State University System of Florida are competing for New Florida 2010 projects of benefit to the state.

New Florida 2010’s awards will focus on:
· Health – medicine, dentistry, veterinary medicine, physician assistant, pharmacy, nursing, physical therapy, and related areas.


· Engineering – bioengineering biomedical engineering, computer science, and other engineering fields.


· Science – physics, chemistry, oceanography, metallurgical and materials, atmospheric, earth sciences, aeronautical and astronautical, mathematical sciences, biology and life sciences, astronomy, and other fields.

Commercialization Assistance Grants Program
The 2010 Florida Legislature appropriated $2 million for the existing and successful State University Research Commercialization Assistance Grants Program. 

Here, a priority is placed on creation of high-wage jobs, potential for addressing state needs and enhancing the state competitiveness, and the potential to create businesses from university research.  Some awards will require a dollar-for-dollar match, with priority given to partnerships that have matches from private industry.

New Florida Scholars Boost Grants Program  
New Florida 2010 will provide universities with small, yet meaningful, awards to assist in hiring and retaining the best faculty and providing these researchers the equipment they need.  Awards will be one-time only and a maximum of $400,000, with priority given to the New Florida 2010 focus disciplines of health, engineering, and science.

New Florida Clustering Grants Program

New Florida 2010 will provide resources to enhance teaching, research, and service, with a premium placed on collaboration with other universities or with other disciplines within a single institution.  Priority will be given to programs that can demonstrate a fast time-to-delivery, and awards will focused on the added value associated with new forms of collaboration in a 21st Century academic environment which is tied to its community.
