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BACKGROUND INFORMATION
At its June 2010 meeting, the Strategic Planning Committee approved a set of principles to guide the development of State University System policies related to educational sites.  The Board’s current policies regarding educational sites are assumed to be reflected in Board Regulation 8.009, Definition and Process for Establishing Educational Sites.  However, this regulation was initially a rule of the former Board of Regents and, as such, does not reflect the new governance structure of the State University System and does not delineate the planning and approval processes the Board expects of itself and the individual university boards of trustees.  The current regulation does not provide clear criteria to be used in the creation, expansion, and closing of sites.  Its typology needs to be reviewed for usefulness to both the Board of Governors and the boards of trustees. 

Staff drafted a regulation and are obtaining university review and input.  An update will be provided to the Committee at its September meeting, with the intent of bringing a final draft to the Committee and Board for consideration for noticing in November 2010.
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
