BACKGROUND INFORMATION
In Board of Governors Regulation 8.002 – Continuing Education, universities were given designated regions to serve.  That regulation was developed by the former Board of Regents, does not reflect the current governance structure of the System, and needs to be updated to reflect new approaches and policies related to continuing education and educational outreach.  Because the regulation was written prior to the creation of Florida Gulf Coast University and the establishment of New College of Florida as an independent institution, it does not reflect the current areas served by universities.

The creation of the Florida College System, the need to gain efficiencies through collaboration with other postsecondary institutions, the development of a regulation regarding establishing university branch campuses and other educational sites, and the outdated nature of the current continuing education regulation all point to the need to update the concept of regional responsibilities.

For the Committee’s consideration and approval, the attached document presents principles to guide the development of State University System policies related to providing statewide and regional access to services and programs.  If approved, these principles will be used by staff to draft a regulation for the Board’s consideration at its next meeting.  Staff will consult with university personnel throughout the drafting process to ensure that the regulation is clear, concise, and constructive for the System.
