BACKGROUND INFORMATION 

Board Regulation 6.018 amendment includes the minimum policy and procedure expectations for universities in the handling of the consideration of substitutions or modifications of requirements for program admission, undergraduate transfer, and graduation by students with disabilities.  Language added is similar to language that was also presented to the State Board of Education as it considers amending SBOE Regulation 6A-10.041 Substitution Requirement for Eligible Disabled Students at State Universities, Community Colleges and Postsecondary Career Centers.  The 6A Rule is currently in the noticing stage and has been revised to reflect the changes in governance.  The additions to Regulation 6.018 ensure that there is similar treatment for students with disabilities by both the State University System of Florida and the Florida College System.
Pursuant to the Regulation Development Procedure, Regulation 6.018 was posted on the Board’s Website for public comment after consideration of the proposed regulation by the Board at its June 18, 2010, meeting.  The comment period has since expired and the regulation is submitted to the Board for approval.  The office received no public comments.
