BACKGROUND INFORMATION
The $10 million State University System’s Scholar’s Boost and Clustering award recommendations, coupled with the $2 million in awards made from the State University Research Commercialization Assistance Grant program, represent the Board of Governors’ New Florida 2010 Initiative.  

From the nearly 100 proposals submitted, 31 are recommended for funding:  16 Scholar’s Boost awards worth $3,500,000 and 15 Clustering awards worth $6,500,000.  The attached document lists all recommended awards and funding levels, and staff and university representatives will answer questions or provide additional information.  
The Committee will take up these recommendations again for action at its November meeting in Gainesville.
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
