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Chairperson Ann Duncan convened the Board of Governors Academic and Student Affairs Committee meeting at 9:00 a.m., September 16, 2010, in the Ballroom of the West Building in the Student Union Complex on the University of North Florida campus. 1. Minutes of Prior Meeting

Ms. Duncan presented the minutes from the June 18, 2010 meeting. There were no changes to the minutes. Chair Duncan asked for a motion to approve the minutes as presented. The motion was seconded, and members of the Committee concurred.  

2. Academic Programs

Chair Duncan asked Governor Marshall to introduce Academic Programs.  Governor Marshall thanked Chair Duncan and introduced the following programs for Limited Access at FIU:

h. Termination of the Ed.D. in Education of Specified Learning  Disabilities at Florida Atlantic University


Governor Marshall asked to move the approval of the termination of Ed.D. in Education of Specified Learning Disabilities at FIU.  Chair Duncan asked if there were any comments or questions.  Seeing none, the motion was seconded and the members of the Committee concurred.
4.
Board Regulations  


a) Public Notice of Intent to Adopt Regulation 6.019:  Johnson Scholarship Program


Chair Duncan introduced BOG Regulation 6.019, Relating to the Theodore R. and Vivian M. Johnson Scholarship Program.  She said that pursuant to regulation procedure adopted at the meeting on March 23, 2006, the BOG is required to provide public notice 30 days before adoption of proposed regulation.  Chair Duncan stated that since 1992, the Johnson Scholarship Foundation has donated more than six million dollars that was or will be matched pursuant to Florida Statute.  Chair Duncan said the proposed Regulation provided for the Board of Governors Foundation and the universities to continue to administer the annual scholarship for selected state university students with disabilities in financial need.  
Chair Duncan asked for comments or questions.  Seeing none, Chair Duncan requested a motion to approve the proposed Regulation.  The motion was made and seconded, and the members of the Committee concurred.

5.
New Florida 2010 – Informational Overview

Chair Duncan introduced Dr. R.E. LeMon, who briefed the Committee on the current status of the New Florida 2010.  Dr. LeMon walked the Committee through the values and strategies of New Florida 2010.  Dr. LeMon reviewed the proposal process and allocation of the 12 million dollars in grants.

A.
SUS Workgroup on Student Health Insurance


Chair Duncan introduced Governor Gallop Franklin.  Governor Franklin introduced Dr. Ehasz of the SUS Council for Student Affairs (CSA).  Dr. Ehasz introduced Doreen Perez, Director of the UNF Health Center.  Ms. Perez reported on the workgroup’s activities and its Invitation to Negotiate (ITN) to insurance brokers to provide service to the state university system.  

B. 
SUS Council for Student Affairs


Chair Duncan asked Dr. Ehasz to update the Committee on the activities of the SUS Council for Student Affairs.  Dr. Ehasz stated the group is committed to its focus of reducing alcohol risks and continue to meet with members of the alcohol and beverage industry.  Dr. Ehasz stated they will continue to ensure student veterans encounter smooth transitions into the state university system.  

C.
Florida Student Association

Chair Duncan asked Governor Gallop Franklin to update the Committee on the FSA.  Governor Franklin stated 10 of the 11 schools in the system are members of the FSA.  Currently coordinating efforts for the Rally in Tally in March 2011 and expand lobbying to the federal level. 
7.
Academic Program Efficiencies



Chair Duncan walked the Committee through the topic of academic coordination and program duplication.  Chair Duncan asked Dr. Dottie Minear to explain the process of data collection for determining how programs will be evaluated.  

Chair Duncan then asked Provost Wilcox to review the initiatives of the Council of Academic Vice Presidents (CAVP) in regard to academic coordination.  Provost Wilcox outlined opportunities to share faculty resources in regard to delivery in a variety of educational programs, ranging from general education courses to boutique programs in marine science.  Provost Wilcox noted the interest in offering foreign languages online in collaborative agreements among the system institutions.  Provost Wilcox stated the CAVP members were particularly interested in using the collaboration to examine best practices across institutions in regard to student retention and graduation rates.  


Chari Duncan asked the Committee for suggestions for additional data needed to examine coordination.  President Barron of FSU cautioned the Committee not to use a single metric to make decisions, especially cost per credit hour, as some STEM programs have higher costs.  President Benz of UWF requested that program offerings in the FCS be included in the data and urged Chancellor Brogan to incorporate this information in the SUS Degree Inventory.  Governor Beard requested that the focus stay narrow in the decision-making process.   
8. Overview of E-Learning

Chair Duncan introduced Richard Stevens to review the status of e-learning in state university system.  Mr. Stevens highlighted that over 54% of students in the SUS have taken a course online.  Mr. Stevens noted the policies regarding distance and e-learning among institutions and accrediting bodies are not consistent. 

Chair Duncan expressed her desire to create a teleconference workgroup comprised of representative from each university board of trustees, university distance learning experts, and student representatives from each university to meet on the future of e-learning in the state university system.  Chair Duncan stated her desire to discuss with workshop members issues related to accreditation and policy with particular attention to the quality of the programs and brand of the State University System.
